What is this fact sheet about?

A vaccine is a type of medicine that:

helps people fight a virus if they come in

contact with it

can stop people from getting very sick

from the virus.

The COVID-19 vaccine is a safe way to protect:

e your family

e the community.




A vaccination is when you receive an injection of

the vaccine. This is done with a needle.

We can'’t give everyone the vaccine at the same time.

Some people will have the COVID-19 vaccine first,

including people who are more at risk of:

e catching the virus

e getting very sick if they catch the virus.

We call these priority groups.




Where can you get the COVID-19 vaccination?

At the moment only some people will have their
COVID-19 vaccination.

When it is your turn, you can book an appointment

at a place that offers the vaccine.

You might need to wait until you can get

an appointment.

At the moment there are different places that

offer vaccinations.




This includes:

local doctor’s offices

clinics run by your state or territory government

or the Australian Government

places run by NDIS service providers.

If you live in a disability group home, a vaccination

team might come to your home.




What if | need the Pfizer vaccine?

You can’t choose which vaccine you receive.

The type of vaccine you will receive depends on:

e how old you are

e what your doctor says

e what is available in your area.

At the moment Pfizer is only available at some:

e clinics

e J|ocal doctor’s offices.

You can ask what type of vaccine you will get when

you book your appointment.
